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I would like to highlight those missionaries who
are called to service assignments. They are exam-
ples to us.

While the Savior was traveling through
Bethsaida, some individuals brought a blind
man to Him. Perhaps they were hoping to see
a miracle firsthand. The Savior “took the blind
man by the hand, and led him out of the town” to
heal him privately. Initially, the healing seemed
less than effective. The man “looked up, and said,
I see men as trees, walking.” Jesus, compassion-
ately, “put his hands again upon his eyes, and
made him look up.” With that additional touch
of the Savior’s hands, the blind man now “saw ...
clearly”

This is just one example of how the Savior’s
life is characterized by humble acts of service.

He reminds us that He “came not to be minis-
tered unto, but to minister’and then invites us to
follow His example by going the extra mile,giving
to those who ask of us,and loving our neighbor.
When asked, “Who is my neighbour?” Christ
shared the parable of the good Samaritan, with a
charge to “go, and do thou likewise.”

Missionaries of The Church of Jesus Christ
of Latter-day Saints are modern-day examples
of the good Samaritan that Christ invites us to
become. I would like to highlight those mis-
sionaries who are called to service assignments.
They are examples to us of how service (1) opens
hearts to the gospel of Jesus Christ, (2) allows all
of us to minister regardless of our circumstances,
and (3) brings the power of Christ into our lives.

First, Service Opens Hearts to the Gos-
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Jag vill lyfta fram de missiondrer som kallas till
serviceuppdrag.

Nir Fralsaren firdades genom Betsaida forde
nagra personer en blind man till honom. Kanske
hoppades de pa att fa se ett underverk med egna

honom ut ur byn” fér att bota honom i avskild-
het. Till en borjan verkade botandet inte ha
nagon vidare effekt. Mannen "6ppnade 6gonen
och sade: ’Jag ser ménniskorna, de gar omkring
men de ser ut som trad.” Jesus lade medlidsamt
“hianderna pé [hans] 6gon igen”. Med denna ex-
tra beroring av Frilsarens hidnder sdg den blinde
mannen nu “tydligt och klart”.

Det hér ar bara ett exempel pa hur Frélsarens
liv karaktériseras av 6dmjuka tjanande hand-
lingar. Han paminner oss om att han inte kom
“for att bli betjanad, utan for att tjana’och sedan
inbjuder han oss att folja hans exempel genom
att ga den extra milen,ge till dem som ber ossoch
dlska var ndsta.Nar Kristus fick fragan ”Vem ér
da min nédsta?” berdttade han liknelsen om den
barmhirtige samariern med uppmaningen: "Ga
du och gér som han.”

Missionérerna i Jesu Kristi Kyrka av Sista
Dagars Heliga dr nutida exempel pé den barm-
hértige samarier som Kristus inbjuder oss att
bli. Jag vill lyfta fram de missionérer som kallas
till serviceuppdrag.De dr exempel for oss pa hur
tjanande 1) 6ppnar hjdrtan for Jesu Kristi evang-
elium, 2) gor det majligt for oss alla att tjiana
oavsett vara omstandigheter och 3) for in Kristi
kraft i vara liv.

FOr det forsta: Tjanande 6ppnar hjartan
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pel of Jesus Christ

In about 91 BC, Ammon, a Book of Mormon
missionary, introduced himself to King Lamoni
by saying, “I desire to dwell among this people
for a time; ... [and] I will be thy servant”Because
of his service to the king, Ammon was granted
an opportunity to “speak boldly, ... and tell [King
Lamoni] ... by what power” he had performed
his service.In return, the king promised that
“whatsoever [Ammon] desirest ... [the king
would] grant it’Ammon’s only request was that
the king listen to the message of the gospel of
Jesus Christ. Ammon’s service resulted in “thou-
sands of souls [brought] to repentance.”

In our day, service continues to lead others to
the gospel. Sister Bevan was serving as a teaching
missionary when she began experiencing health
issues requiring her to return home for treat-
ment. Instead of being released, she was able to
continue serving as a service missionary from
home.

While visiting a park, Sister Bevan and a
friend were prompted to talk to a mother with
four young children, but they hesitated and the
family drove away. The next day, they returned to
the park, praying that this family would be there.
Miraculously, the mother was sitting in the exact
same spot as the day before. This time Sister
Bevan and her friend approached the mother,
got to know her, and discovered that she was in
desperate need of temporal help. They provided
assistance and then invited her to learn about the
gospel.

Because of that service and invitation, the
mother and her oldest child were baptized, fol-
lowed by the next oldest a year later. They remain
active members today. Sister Bevan knew this
experience was divinely inspired, and it “proved
to [her] that [she] was exactly where God needed
[her] to be”

Like Ammon and Sister Bevan, as we serve
others, we “show forth good examples unto
them”and they desire to know the “reason of the
hope that is in [us]”

Jesus invites us to “go, and do thou likewise.”

Second, Service Allows All of Us to Min-
ister Regardless of Our Circumstances

President Russell M. Nelson called on “every-
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for Jesu Kristi evangelium

Omkring ar 91 £ Kr. presenterade sig Am-
mon, en missiondr i Mormons bok, for kung La-
moni med orden: "Jag 6nskar bo bland detta folk
entid ... och ... jag vill bli din tjanare’Pa grund
av sitt férunderliga tjanande for kungen fick Am-
mon tillfille att “tala oférskrackt och beritta for
[kung Lamoni] ... genom vilken kraft” han hade
utfort sin tjanst.Kungen lovade i sin tur Ammon:

I vér tid fortsdtter tjanande att leda andra
till evangeliet. Syster Bevan verkade som un-
dervisande missionér nar hon borjade fa hilso-
problem som krévde att hon dtervande hem for
behandling. I stéllet for att bli avlost kunde hon
fortsdtta verka som servicemissionar hemifran.

Nir syster Bevan och en van besokte en park
kande de sig manade att prata med en mamma
med fyra sma barn, men de tvekade och familjen
korde ivdg. Nasta dag dtervande de till parken
och bad om att den har familjen skulle vara dar.
Mirakuldst nog satt mamman pé exakt samma
plats som dagen innan. Den hér gangen gick
syster Bevan och hennes vén fram till mamman,
larde kdnna henne och upptackte att hon var i
desperat behov av timlig hjélp. De gav henne
hjalp och inbjod henne sedan att ldra sig om
evangeliet.

Tack vare det tjanandet och den inbjudan
doptes mamman och hennes éldsta barn, {6ljt av
det nist dldsta ett ar senare. De ér fortfarande ak-
tiva medlemmar i dag. Syster Bevan visste att den
hér upplevelsen var gudomligt inspirerad och
den "bevisade for [henne] att [hon] var precis dar
Gud behovde [henne]”.

Liksom f6r Ammon och syster Bevan kan vi,
nér vi tjdnar andra, "visa fram goda exempel for
dem’och de 6nskar dé be oss “forklara det hopp
[vi] har”.

Jesus ger oss inbjudan: "Ga du och gor det-
samma.’

For det andra: Servicemissioner gor
det mgjligt for oss alla att tjana oavsett
vara omstandigheter

President Russell M. Nelson uppmanade
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worthy, able young man to prepare for and serve
a mission” and for every able young sister to
“pray to know if the Lord would have [her] serve
a mission.” He promised that “your decision

to serve a mission, whether a proselyting or a
service mission, will bless you and many oth-
ers.”’Service missions changed the definition of
the wordable.Now every worthy young man and
woman who desires to serve a full-time mission
for the Lord can do so, with very few exceptions.

Elder Holgado is an example of being able
to serve regardless of personal circumstances.

He was born with a rare genetic disorder,which
precluded him from serving a teaching mission.
Elder Holgado was called as a service mission-
ary and volunteered in the bishops’ storehouse,
where he helped others get the assistance they
needed. He stocked shelves, bagged vegetables,
and crushed cardboard boxes.

As Elder Holgado spoke in sacrament meet-
ing after his mission, he shared that “God needs
service missionaries. He needs people to love and
serve others. These people stock toilet paper, bag
broccoli, build furniture, and are good to people.”

You don’t need to have a service assignment
or wear a name tag to do good. Every act of ser-
vice is recognized by the Savior. We are all able
to help others come unto Christ by serving with
loving-kindness. We can all minister in Christ’s
name to the one through the power of the Holy
Ghost and live as examples of faith in Jesus
Christ.Service allows us to present ourselves as
living sacrifices who are acceptable to God.

Third, Service Brings the Power of
Christinto Our Lives

A young missionary who transferred from
a teaching assignment to a service assignment
struggled with some personal challenges that left
him needing Christ’s healing power. Consecrated
service brought that power into his life. He said,
“I felt that when I was struggling, I could feel
Christ lifting me up. There is something special
about seeing Him bless people through a food
pantry, in the temple, and through His gospel”

This elder began to feel deeper joy, and his
newfound enthusiasm blessed him and his entire
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“varjevardig, duglig ung man att forbereda sig
tor och verka som missiondr” och varje ung och
duglig syster att "be for att fa veta om Herren vill
att [hon] ska verka som missionar”.

Aldste Holgado ir ett exempel p& hur man
kan tjana oavsett personliga omstdndigheter. Han
foddes med en ovanlig genetisk sjukdomsom
hindrade honom fran att tjana som undervisande
missionér. Aldste Holgado kallades som service-
missionidr och arbetade som volontar i biskopens
forradshus ddr han hjéilpte hundratals personer
att fa den hjélp de behévde. Han fyllde pé hyllor,
packade gronsaker och plattade till kartonger.

Nir édldste Holgado talade pa sakraments-
motet efter sin mission sa han att "Gud behdver
servicemissiondrer. Han behover ménniskor som
alskar och tjanar andra. Dessa manniskor staplar
toalettpapper, packar broccoli, bygger mobler
och ér sndlla mot ménniskor.”

Man behover inte ha ett tjanandeuppdrag
eller en namnbricka for att gora gott. Varje tja-
nande handling erkdnns av Frélsaren. Vi kan alla
hjdlpa andra att komma till Kristus genom att tja-
na med karleksfull godhet. Vi kan alla tjina den
enskilde i Kristi namn genom den Helige Andens
kraft och leva som exempel pa tro pa Jesus Kris-
tus.Tjanande gor det mojligt for oss att frambdra
oss sjalva som levande offer som behagar Gud.

Jesus ger oss inbjudan: "Gé du och gor det-
samma.”

FOr det tredje: Tjanande for in Kristi
kraftivara liv

En ung missionar som gick 6ver fran ett
undervisningsuppdrag till ett serviceuppdrag
kdmpade med nagra personliga utmaningar
som gjorde att han behovde Kristi helande kraft.
Genom helgat tjanande fick han den kraften i
sitt liv. Han sa: ”Jag kdnde att nar jag hade det
svart kunde jag kidnna hur Kristus lyfte upp mig.
Det dr nagot speciellt med att se honom vélsigna
ménniskor genom mat i harbargen, i templet och
genom sitt evangelium.”

Den hir dldsten borjade kdnna allt storre
glddje och hans nyfunna entusiasm blev en val-
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family. The Spirit entered their home more abun-
dantly, they attended the temple together more
regularly, and Christ became a greater focus in
their family. This missionary believes that Christ
saved his life and blessed his family through
service.

President Nelson taught, “Willingness to
serve and strengthen others stands as a symbol of
one’s readiness to be healed” by the redemptive
power of the Savior.

When you or a family member is bless-
ed with a call as a service missionary, that is a
moment to celebrate.Your family will now have a
set-apart representative of the Lord Jesus Christ
living in your home. That will change all of you
for the good. There should be no disappointment
in any call to serve. We sing, “I'll go where you
want me to go” and “T'll be what you want me to
be”Here is an opportunity to show that we really
mean what we say!

To all of you who serve, and especially to
the over 4,000 young service missionaries, we
love you! If teaching missionaries are the Lord’s
mouth, then service missionaries are the Lord’s
hands, and you are not second-class missionar-
ies.Each of you is vital to the gathering of Israel.
President Nelson taught that “anytime we do
anything that helps anyone ... to make and keep
their covenants with God, we are helping to
gather Israel”

You service missionaries gather Israel in so
many ways, and your service changes lives. Often
you don’t know who the beneficiary of your
service is, but God knows. Always remember
that “inasmuch as ye [serve] one of the least of
these, ... ye [serve Him].”We hear your voices as
you volunteer at Church call centers; we see your
smiles as you help in community organizations;
and we feel your light as you serve in temples.
You feed the hungry, clothe the naked, and give
drink to the thirsty.

We all need to go and do likewise.
