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I bear witness of the sacred work of teaching Heav-
enly Father’ children the simple doctrine of Jesus
Christ.

All of us have family members we love who
are being tempted and tried by the seeming-
ly constant forces of Satan, the destroyer, who
would make all God’s children miserable. For
many of us, there have been sleepless nights. We
have tried to surround the people who are at risk
with every force for good. We have pled in prayer
for them. We have loved them. We have set the
best example we could.

Alma, a wise prophet from ancient times,
faced similar trials. The people he led and loved
were frequently under attack by a ferocious
enemy, yet they were still trying to rear righteous
children in a world of wickedness. Alma felt his
only hope of victory was a force which at times
we underestimate and often use too little. He pled
for God’s help.

Alma knew that for God to help, repentance
was required by those he led, as well as his adver-
saries. Thus, he opted for a different approach to
battle.

The Book of Mormon describes it this way:
“And now, as the preaching of the word had a
great tendency tolead the people to do that which
was just—yea, it had ... more powerful effect
upon the minds of the people than the sword, or
anything else, which had happened unto them—
therefore Alma thought it was expedient that
they should try the virtue of the word of God”

The word of God is the doctrine taught by Je-
sus Christ and by His prophets. Alma knew that
the words of doctrine had great power.
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Cennetteki Babamiz'in cocuklarina Isa Mesih'in
basit ogretisini 0gretmek gibi kutsal bir ise sahitlik
ediyorum.

Hepimizin, Tanrr'nin tiim ¢ocuklarini peri-
san etmek isteyen seytanin, yani 6liim saganin
stirekli gibi goriinen giigleri tarafindan ayartilan
ve denenen sevdigimiz aile iiyeleri vardir. Bir¢o-
gumuz uykusuz geceler gecirdik. Risk altindaki
insanlari iyilik i¢in olan her tiirli giigle kusat-
maya calistik. Dua ederek onlar i¢in yalvardik.
Onlar1 sevdik. Gosterebilecegimiz en iyi drnegi
gosterdik.

Eski ¢aglarda yasamis bilge bir peygamber
olan Alma da benzer zorluklarla karsilasmist1.
Onderlik ettigi ve sevdigi insanlar sik sik aci-
masiz bir diigmanin saldirisina ugruyordu, fakat
onlar yine de kétiiliiklerle dolu bir diinyada
dogru ¢ocuklar yetistirmeye calisiyorlardi. Alma
zafer i¢in tek umudunun, zaman zaman hafife
aldigimiz ve genellikle ¢ok az kullandigimiz bir
gii¢ oldugunu hissetti. Tanrrdan yardim istedi.

Alma, Tanrr'nin yardim etmesi i¢in, dnderlik
ettigi kisilerin yani sira diismanlarinin da tévbe
etmesi gerektigini biliyordu. Bu nedenle, savasa
farkli bir yaklagim getirmeyi tercih etti.

Mormon Kitab1 bunu su sekilde aciklar: “Ve
simdi, mademki s6ziin vaazi halki dogru olan
seyleri yapmaya kolayca yonlendiriyordu—evet,
halkin disiinceleri tizerinde kiligtan ya da basla-
rina gelen her seyden daha etkiliydi—bu yiizden
Alma, Tanri1 s0ziiniin kuvvetini denemenin
uygun olacagini diistindii.”

Tanrr'nin sézii Isa Mesih ve O'nun peygam-
berleri tarafindan 6gretilen 6gretidir. Alma, 6gre-
ti sozlerinin biiyiik bir giicii oldugunu biliyordu.
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In the18th section of the Doctrine and Cov-
enants, the Lord revealed the foundation of His
doctrine:

“For, behold, I command all men everywhere
to repent. ...

“For, behold, the Lord your Redeemer suf-
fered death in the flesh; wherefore he suffered the
pain of all men, that all men might repent and
come unto him.

“And he hath risen again from the dead, that
he might bring all men unto him, on conditions
of repentance.”

“And you shall fall down and worship the
Father in my name.

“... You must repent and be baptized, in the
name of Jesus Christ.”

“Ask the Father in my name in faith, believ-
ing that you shall receive, and you shall have the
Holy Ghost”

“And now, after ... you have received this,
you must keep my commandments in all things”
“Take upon you the name of Christ, and

speak the truth in soberness.

“And as many as repent and are baptized in
my name, which is Jesus Christ, and endure to
the end, the same shall be saved”

In those few passages, the Savior gives us the
perfect example of how we should teach His doc-
trine. This doctrine is that faith in the Lord Jesus
Christ, repentance, baptism, receiving the gift of
the Holy Ghost, and enduring to the end blesses
all of God’s children.

As we teach these principles to those we love,
the Holy Ghost will help us to know the truth.
Because we need the promptings of the Holy
Ghost, we must avoid speculation or personal
interpretation that goes beyond teaching true
doctrine.

That can be hard to do when you love the
person you are trying to influence. He or she may
have ignored the doctrine that has been taught. It
is tempting to try something new or sensational.
But the Holy Ghost will reveal the spirit of truth
only as we are cautious and careful not to go
beyond teaching true doctrine. One of the surest
ways to avoid even getting near false doctrine is
to choose to be simple in our teaching. Safety is
gained by that simplicity, and little is lost.

Teaching simply allows us to share the saving
doctrine early on, while children remain un-
touched by the deceiver’s temptations that will

“Babadan benim adimla, alacaginiza ina-
narak imanla isteyin ve ... Kutsal Ruh’a sahip
olacaksiniz”

“Ve simdi, bu vahiyi aldiktan sonra, her ko-
nuda emirlerimi yerine getirmelisiniz.”

“Mesih’in adin1 iizerinize alin ve gergekleri
agirbaslilikla konusun.

“Ve tovbe eden ve Isa Mesih olan benim
adimla vaftiz olan ve sonuna kadar dayanan her-
kes, onlar kurtarilacaklardir”

Bu birkag pasajda Kurtarici bize 6gretisini
nasil 6gretmemiz gerektigine dair miikemmel bir
ornek vermektedir. Bu dgretiye gore Rab Isa Me-
sihe iman, t6vbe, vaftiz, Kutsal Ruh armaganini
almak ve sonuna kadar dayanmak Tanrr'nin tiim
¢ocuklarini kutsar.

Bu ilkeleri sevdiklerimize dgretirken, Kutsal
Ruh gercegi bilmemize yardim edecektir. Kutsal
Ruh'un telkinlerine ihtiyacimiz oldugu i¢in, ger-
ek 0gretiyi 0gretmenin Gtesine gecen spekiilas-
yonlardan veya kisisel yorumlardan ka¢inmaliyiz.

Etkilemeye calistiginiz kisiyi sevdiginizde
bunu yapmak zor olabilir. Bu kisi 6gretilen 6gre-
tiyi g6z ard1 etmis olabilir. Yeni veya sansasyonel
bir seyi denemek cezbedici olabilir. Fakat Kutsal
Ruh, gergegin ruhunu ancak biz gergek 6gretiyi
Ogretmenin Gtesine gegmemek icin dikkatli ve
ozenli oldugumuzda ortaya ¢ikaracaktir. Sahte
ogretilere yaklasmaktan bile kaginmanin en emin
yollarindan biri 6grettiklerimizde basit olmay1
segmektir. Bu sadelik sayesinde giivenlik saglanir
ve ¢ok az sey kaybedilir.

Cocuklar ileride karsilasacaklar aldaticinin
ayartmalarindan etkilenmeden kalirken, 6gret-
mek basit bir sekilde kurtaric1 6gretiyi erkenden
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later confront them, long before the truths they
need to learn are drowned out by the noise of so-
cial media, peers, and their own personal strug-
gles. We should seize every opportunity to share
the teachings of Jesus Christ with children. These
teaching moments are precious and far fewer
compared to the relentless efforts of opposing
forces. For every hour spent instilling doctrine
into a child’s life, there are countless hours of
opposition filled with messages and images that
challenge or ignore those saving truths.

Some of you may wonder whether it might
be better to draw your children closer to you
through having fun, or you may ask whether
the child may start to feel overwhelmed by your
teachings. Instead, we should consider, “With so
little time and so few opportunities, what words
of doctrine can I share that will strengthen them
against the inevitable challenges to their faith?”
The words you share today could be the ones
they carry with them, and today will soon pass.

I have always admired my great-grand-
mother Mary Bommeli’s devotion to sharing the
doctrine of Jesus Christ. Her family was taught
by missionaries in Switzerland when she was 24.

After being baptized, Mary desired to join
the Saints in America, so she made her way from
Switzerland to Berlin and found work with a
woman who employed her to weave cloth for the
family’s clothing. Mary lived in a servant’s room
and set up her loom in the home’s living area.

At that time, teaching the doctrine of The
Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints was
illegal in Berlin. But Mary found she could not
keep from sharing the things she had learned.
The woman of the house and her friends would
gather around the loom to hear Mary teach. She
spoke of the appearance of Heavenly Father and
Jesus Christ to Joseph Smith, the visitation of
angels, and the Book of Mormon. Remember-
ing the accounts of Alma, she taught about the
doctrine of the Resurrection. She testified that
families can be reunited in the celestial kingdom.

Mary’s enthusiasm to share the doctrine of
the restored gospel sooncaused trouble. It was
not long before the police took Mary off to jail.
On the way, she asked the policeman for the
name of the judge she was to appear before the
next morning. She also asked about his family

Bir gocugun hayatina
Ogretiyi asilamak i¢in harcanan her saate karsilik,
bu kurtarici gergeklere meydan okuyan veya
bunlar1 gormezden gelen mesajlar ve goriintiiler-
le dolu sayisiz muhalefet saati vardur.

Bazilariniz ¢ocuklarinizla sadece eglenerek
yakinlasmanin daha iyi olup olmadigini merak
ediyor olabilirsiniz veya ¢ocugunuzun 6greti-
lerinizden bunalip bunalmadigini sorgulayabi-
lirsiniz. Bunun yerine, “Bu kadar az zaman ve
bu kadar az firsat varken, inanglarina yonelik
kaginilmaz zorluklara kars1 onlar1 giiglendire-
cek hangi 6greti sozlerini paylasabilirim?” diye
diistinmeliyiz. Bugiin paylastiginiz sozler, onlarin
beraberinde tagiyacaklar1 sozler olabilir ve bugiin
yakinda gegip gidecektir.

Biiyiik biiyitkannem Mary Bommeli'nin Isa
Mesil'in 6gretisini paylagsma konusundaki bag-
liligina her zaman hayranlik duydum. Ailesi, o
24 yasindayken Isvigredeki gorevliler tarafindan
egitildi.

Vaftiz olduktan sonra Amerikadaki Azizlere
katilmak isteyen Mary, Isvicreden Berline gitti
ve ailenin giysileri i¢cin kumas dokumak iizere
kendisini ise alan bir kadinin yaninda ¢alismaya
basladi. Mary bir hizmet¢inin odasinda yasadi ve
dokuma tezgahini evin salonuna kurdu.

O zamanlar, Isa Mesil’in Son Zaman Azizler
Kilisesinin 6gretisini 6gretmek Berlinde yasak-
t1. Fakat Mary 6grendigi seyleri paylasmaktan
kendini alikoyamadi. Evin hanimi ve arkadaslar
dokuma tezgahinin basinda toplanip Mary’nin
ogrettiklerini dinlediler. Mary Cennetteki Ba-
ba’nin ve Isa Mesih’in Joseph Smithee gériiniisii,
meleklerin ziyareti ve Mormon Kitab1 hakkinda
konustu. Almanin anlattiklarini hatirlayarak,
Dirilis 6gretisi hakkinda 6gretti. Ailelerin goksel
krallikta yeniden bir araya gelebilecegine dair
taniklik etti.

Mary’nin iade edilmis sevindirici haberle
ilgili 6gretileri paylagsma konusundaki hevesi kisa
stirede sorunlara neden oldu. Cok gegmeden
polis Mary’yi tutuklayip hapse gotiirdii. Yolda gi-
derken, Mary polise, ertesi sabah 6niine ¢ikacag:
hakimin adin1 sordu. Ayrica onun ailesi hakkin-
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and if he was a good father and husband. The
policeman described the judge as a man of the
world.

In the jail, Mary requested a pencil and some
paper. She spent the night writing a letter to the
judge, bearing witness to the Resurrection of
Jesus Christ as described in the Book of Mor-
mon, discussing the spirit world, and explaining
repentance. She suggested that the judge would
need time to reflect on his life before facing final
judgment. She wrote that she knew he had much
to repent of, much which would deeply sadden
his family and bring him great sorrow. In the
morning, when she had finished her letter, she
gave it to the policeman and asked him to deliver
it to the judge, and he agreed to do so.

Later, the policeman was summoned by the
judge to his office. The letter Mary had written
was irrefutable evidence that she was teaching
the doctrine of the restored gospel and, by so
doing, breaking the law. However, it wasn’t long
before the policeman returned to Mary’s cell. He
told her that all charges were dismissed and that
she was free to go. Her teaching the doctrine of
the restored gospel of Jesus Christ had caused her
to be cast into jail. And her declaring the doc-
trine of repentance to the judge got her cast out
of jail.

Mary Bommeli’s teaching did not end with
her release. The record of her words passed true
doctrine down through generations yet unborn.
Her belief that even a new convert could teach
the doctrine of Jesus Christ has ensured that her
descendants will be strengthened in their own
battles.

As we do our best to teach those we love
about the doctrine of Jesus Christ, some may still
not respond. Doubts may creep into your mind.
You might question whether you know the Sav-
ior’s doctrine well enough to teach it effectively.
And if you've already made attempts to teach it,
you may wonder why the positive effects aren't
more visible. Don’t give in to those doubts. Turn
to God for help.

“Yea, and cry unto God for all thy support;
... let the affections of thy heart be placed upon
the Lord forever”

“And now I would that ye should be humble,
and be submissive and gentle; easy to be entreat-
ed; full of patience and long-suffering; being
temperate in all things; being diligent in keeping

alarak ve tévbeyi agiklayarak gecirdi. Hakimin
nihai kararini vermeden 6nce, hayatin1 gézden
gecirmesi i¢in zamana ihtiyaci olacagini 6nerdi.
Tovbe etmesi gereken ¢ok sey oldugunu, ailesini
derinden {izen ve ona biiyiik keder getiren ¢ok
sey oldugunu bildigini yazdi. Sabahleyin mek-
tubunu tamamladiginda polise verdi, ondan
mektubu hakime teslim etmesini istedi ve o da
bunu yapmay1 kabul etti.

Daha sonra hakim, polisi ofisine ¢agirtti.
Mary’nin yazdig1 mektup, onun iade edilmis
sevindirici haber 6gretisini 6grettiginin ve bu
sekilde yasay1 ¢ignediginin reddedilemez bir
kanitiydi. Fakat, polisin Mary’nin hiicresine geri
donmesi uzun siirmedi. Ona biitiin su¢lamalarin
reddedildigini ve gitmekte 6zgiir oldugunu soy-
ledi. Isa Mesih’in iade edilmis sevindirici haberi-
nin 6gretisini 6gretmesi onun hapse atilmasina
neden olmustu. Ama yargica tévbe 6gretisini
bildirmesi onu hapisten ¢ikartti.

Mary Bommeli'nin 6grettikleri, serbest
birakilmasiyla sona ermedi. Onun kaydedilmis
olan sozleri, gergek 6gretileri heniiz dogmamus
kusaklara aktardi. Rab’be yeni donmiis olmasina
ragmen, Isa Mesih’in 6gretisini 6gretebilecegine
olan inanci, onun soyundan gelenlerin kendi mii-
cadelelerinde giiglenmelerini sagladi.

Sevdiklerimize Isa Mesih’in 6gretisini 6gret-
mek i¢in elimizden geleni yapsak bile, bazilar1
yine de kabul etmeyebilir. Akliniza stipheler
gelebilir. Kurtaricr'nin 6gretisini etkili bir sekilde
6gretmek icin, bunu yeterince iyi bilip bilmedi-
ginizi sorgulayabilirsiniz. Ve eger bunu 6gret-
mek i¢in daha 6nce girisimlerde bulunduysaniz,
olumlu etkilerin neden daha goriiniir olmadigini
merak ediyor olabilirsiniz. Bu siiphelere teslim
olmayin. Yardim i¢in Tanrr'ya yonelin.

“Evet ve gecimini saglamak i¢in her konuda
Tanrr'ya yakar; ... yliregindeki sevgi sonsuza dek
Rab’be olsun.”

“Ve simdi algakgoniillii olmanizi ve s6z
dinleyip nazik olmanizi, uysal olmanizi, sabir ve
tahammiille dolu olmanizi, her zaman kendinize
hakim olmanizi, her zaman Tanrr'nin emirlerini
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the commandments of God at all times; asking
for whatsoever things ye stand in need, both spir-
itual and temporal; always returning thanks unto
God for whatsoever things ye do receive.”

If you pray, if you talk to God, and if you
plead for His help for your loved one, and if you
thank Him not only for help but for the patience
and gentleness that come from not receiving
all you desire right away or perhaps ever, then I
promise you that you will draw closer to Him.
You will become diligent and long-suffering.
And then you can know that you have done all
that you can to help those you love and those
you pray for navigate through Satan’s attempt to
derail them.

“But they that wait upon the Lord shall
renew their strength; they shall mount up with
wings as eagles; they shall run, and not be weary;
and they shall walk, and not faint.”

You can find hope in the scriptural record
of families. We read of those who turned away
from what they were taught or who were wres-
tling with God for forgiveness, such as Alma the
Younger, the sons of Mosiah, and Enos. In their
moments of crisis, they remembered the words
of their parents, words of the doctrine of Jesus
Christ. Remembering saved them. Your teaching
of that sacred doctrine will be remembered.
