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Our Heavenly Father’s plan provides helps to guide
us through our mortal journeys.

Through the Prophet Joseph Smith, the
Lord revealed a few things about our pre-earth
life. There we existed as spirit children of God.
Because God desired to help His children prog-
ress, He decided to create an earth on which we
could receive a body, learn through experience,
develop divine attributes, and be proven to see if
we would keep God’s commandments.Those who
qualified would “have glory added upon their
heads for ever and ever” (Abraham 3:26).

To establish the conditions of this divine
plan, God chose His Only Begotten Son to be
our Savior. Lucifer, whose suggested alternative
would destroy the agency of man, became Satan
and was “cast down.”Banished to the earth and
denied the privilege of mortal life, Satan was
permitted to attempt “to deceive and to blind
men, and to lead them captive at his will, even as
many as would not hearken unto [God’s] voice”
(Moses 4:4).

Essential to God’s great plan for the mortal
growth of His children was for them to experi-
ence “opposition in all things” (2 Nephi 2:11).
Just as our physical muscles cannot be developed
or maintained without straining against the law
of gravity, so mortal growth requires us to strain
against Satan’s temptations and other mortal
opposition. Most important for spiritual growth
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Cennetteki Babamizin plani, 6liimlii hayattaki
yolculugumuzda bize rehberlik edecek yardimlar
saglar.

Rab, Peygamber Joseph Smith araciligiyla
diinya 6ncesi hayatimiz hakkinda birkag seyi
vahiyle bildirdi. Orada, Tanrrnin ruh ¢ocuklar:
olarak vardik.Tanri, ¢cocuklarinin ilerlemesine
yardim etmek istediginden dolays, bir beden ala-
bilecegimiz, tecriibe yoluyla 6grenebilecegimiz,
ilahi nitelikler gelistirebilecegimiz ve Tanri'nin
emirlerini yerine getirip getirmeyecegimizi gor-
mek i¢cin sinanabilecegimiz bir diinya yaratmaya
karar verdi.Bu niteliklere sahip olanlar “sonsuza
dek ve daima baglarinin tizerine eklenmis bir
gorkeme sahip olacaklardir”(Ibrahim 3:26).

Bu ilahi planin kosullarini olusturmak i¢in,
Tanr Biricik Dogmus Oglunu Kurtaricimiz
olarak secti. Onerdigi alternatif ile insan irade-
sini yok etmek isteyen Lusifer, seytan oldu ve
“asag1 atild1” Yerytiziine siirgiin edilen ve 6liimlil
hayat ayricaligindan mahrum birakilan seytana,
“insanlar1 aldatmak ve kor etmek ve [Tanrr'nin
sesini] dinlemek istemeyenleri istedigi gibi esir
alip gotiirmek icin” herkesi denemesine izin
verildi (Musa 4:4).

Tanrr'nin, ¢ocuklarinin 6limli hayatta gelis-
meleri i¢in olan biiyiik planinin temeli, onlarin
“her seyde zithik” yasamalarrydi (2. Nefi 2:11).
Tipki fiziksel kaslarimizin yercekim yasasina kar-
s1 zorlanmadan gelistirilemeyecegi veya koruna-
mayacag gibi, 6limlii hayatta biiytime de bizle-
rin seytanin ayartmalarina ve diger 6liimli hayat
zitliklarina kars1 zorlanmasini gerektirir. Ruhsal
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is the requirement to choose between good and
evil. Those who choose good would progress
toward their eternal destiny. Those who choose
evil—as all would do in the various temptations
of mortality—would need saving help, which a
loving God designed to provide.

By far, God’s strongest mortal help was His
provision of a Savior, Jesus Christ, who would
suffer to pay the price and provide forgiveness for
repented sins. That merciful and glorious Atone-
ment explains why faith in the Lord Jesus Christ
is the first principle of the gospel. His Atonement
“bringeth to pass the resurrection of the dead”
(Alma 42:23), and it “atone[s] for the sins of the
world” (Alma 34:8), erasing all of our repented
sins and giving our Savior power to succor us in
our mortal infirmities.

Beyond that glorious erasing of sins com-
mitted and being forgiven, the plan of a loving
Father in Heaven provides many other gifts to
protect us, including protecting us from sinning
in the first place. Our mortal life alwaysbe-
ginswith a father and a mother. Ideally, both are
present, with different gifts to guide our growth.
If not, their absence is part of the opposition we
must overcome.

Our Heavenly Father’s plan provides other
helps to guide us through our mortal journeys. I
will speak of four of these. Please don’t hold me
to my number offour, because these helps are
overlapping. Moreover, there are other merciful
protections in addition to these.

First, I speak of the Light or Spirit of Christ.
In his great teaching in the book of Moroni, Mo-
roni quotes his father that “the Spirit of Christ is
given to every man, that he may know good from
evil” (Moroni 7:16). We read this same teaching
in modern revelations:

“And the Spirit giveth light to every man that
cometh into the world; and the Spirit enlight-
eneth every man through the world, that hear-
keneth to the voice of the Spirit” (Doctrine and
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gelisim i¢in en 6nemli sey, iyi ve kotii arasinda
segim yapabilme gerekliligidir.Iyiligi secenler
ebedi kaderlerine dogru ilerleyeceklerdir. Kotii-
lugii segenler, 6limlii hayatta cesitli ayartmalar
karsisinda herkesin yapacag: gibi, sevgi dolu bir
Tanrrnin saglamak iizere tasarladig1 kurtaric
yardima ihtiya¢ duyacaklardir.

Simdiye kadar, Tanrrnin 6limlii hayattaki en
gliclii yardimy, tovbe edilen giinahlarin bedeli-
ni 6demek ve bagislanmasini saglamak icin ac1
gekecek olan bir Kurtaricryy, Isa Mesih’i hazir-
lamasiydi. Bu merhametli ve gorkemli Kefaret,
Rab Isa Mesihe imanin neden sevindirici habe-
rin ilk ilkesi oldugunu agiklar. O’nun Kefareti
“oliilerin dirilisini gerceklestirir” (Alma 42:23) ve
“diinyanin giinahlari i¢in kefaret [eder]” (Alma
34:8), tovbe ettigimiz tiim giinahlarimiz siler ve
Kurtaricimiz’a 6liimlii hayattaki zayifliklarimizda
bize yardim etmesi i¢in gii¢ verir.

[slenmis olan ve bagislanan giinahlarin
gorkemli bir sekilde silinmesinin 6tesinde, sevgi
dolu bir Cennetteki Babanin plani, bizi ilk etapta
giinah islemekten korumak da dahil olmak iizere,
bizi korumak i¢in baska bircok armagan saglar.
Oliimlii hayatimiz her zaman bir anne ve baba
ilebaglar. Ideal olarak, her ikisi de biiylimemize
rehberlik etmek i¢in farkli armaganlarla birlikte
hazir bulunur. Eger boyle degilse, onlarin yok-
lugu, tistesinden gelmemiz gereken zithigin bir
parcasidir.

Cennetteki Babamiz'in plani, 6liimlii ha-
yattaki yolculugumuzda bize rehberlik edecek
bagka yardimlar da saglar. Bunlarin dérdiinden
bahsedecegim. Liitfen beni verdigimdortrakam-
la sinirlamayin, ¢linkii bu yardimlar birbiriyle
ortiismektedir. Ustelik, bunlara ek olarak baska
merhametli korumalar da vardir.

Birinci olarak, Mesil'in Isig1'ndan ya da
Ruhu’ndan bahsedecegim. Moroni, Moroni
Kitabrndaki biiytik 6gretisinde, babasinin “iyiyi
kotiiden ayirabilmek i¢in herkese verilmistir” so-
ziinii alint1 yapar (Moroni 7:16). Bu ayn1 6gretiyi
modern vahiylerde de okuruz:

“Ve Ruh diinyaya gelen her insana 151k verir;
ve Ruh, biitiin diilnyada Ruh’un sesine kulak ve-
ren her insan1 aydinlatir” (Ogreti ve Antlasmalar
84:46).

Covenants 84:46).

Again: “For my Spirit is sent forth into the
world to enlighten the humble and contrite, and
to the condemnation of the ungodly” (Doctrine
and Covenants 136:33).

President Joseph Fielding Smith explained
these scriptures: “The Lord has not left men
(when they are born into this world) helpless,
groping to find the light and truth, but every man
... is born with the right to receive the guid-
ance, the instruction, the counsel of the Spirit of
Christ, or Light of Truth”

Thesecondof the great assistances provided
by the Lord to help us choose what is right is a
cluster of divine directions in the scriptures as
part of the plan of salvation (plan of happiness).
These directions are commandments, ordinances,
and covenants.

Commandmentsdefine the path our Heav-
enly Father has marked out for us to progress to-
ward eternal life. People who imagine command-
ments as the way God decides who to punish
fail to understand this purpose of God’s loving
plan of happiness. On that path, we can gradually
achieve the needed relationship with our Savior
and qualify for an increase of His power to help
us on our way to the destination He desires for all
of us. Our Heavenly Father desires all of His chil-
dren to return to the celestial kingdom, where
God and our Savior reside, and to have the kind
of life of those who reside in that celestial glory.

Ordinancesandcovenantsare part of the law
that defines the path to eternal life. Ordinances,
and the sacred covenants we make with God
through them, are required steps and essential
guardrails along that path. I like to think of the
role of covenants as demonstrating that under
God’s plan, His highest blessings are given to
those who promise in advance to keep certain
commandments and who keep those promises.

Other God-given helps for making right
choices are themanifestationsof the Holy Ghost.
The Holy Ghost is the third member of the
Godhead. His function, defined in scripture, is
to testify of the Father and the Son, to teach us,
to bring all things to our remembrance, and to
guide us into all truth.The scriptures include
many descriptions of the manifestations of the
Holy Ghost, such as a spiritual witness in re-
sponse to an inquiry about the truth of the Book
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Tekrar: “Cilinkii benim Ruhum algakgoniil-
lileri ve pismanlik duyanlar1 aydinlatmak ve
kétiileri mahkum etmek igin diinyaya génderilir”
(Ogreti ve Antlasmalar 136:33).

Baskan Joseph Fielding Smith bu kutsal
yazilar1 soyle agikladi: “Rab insanlari (bu diinya-
ya dogduklarinda) 15181 ve gergegi el yordamryla
bulmaya calisirken ¢aresiz birakmamaistir, ne var
ki her insan ... kutsal yazilarimizda ... Mesih’'in
Ruhu’nun ya da Gergegin Isigrnin rehberligini,
talimatini, 6giidiinii alma hakkiyla dogmustur.”

Dogru olan seyleri segmemize yardim-
c1 olmak i¢in Rab tarafindan saglanan biiytik
yardimlarinikincisi, kurtulus planinin (mutluluk
planinin) bir parcasi olarak kutsal yazilardaki bir
dizi ilahi talimattir. Bu talimatlar emirler, kutsal
torenler ve antlasmalardir.

Emirler, Cennetteki Babamiz'in sonsuz haya-
ta dogru ilerlememiz igin isaretledigi yolu tanim-
lar. Emirleri, Tanrrnin kimi cezalandiracagina
karar verme sekli olarak goren insanlar, Tanrrnin
sevgi dolu mutluluk planinin bu amacini anla-
makta basarisiz olurlar. Bu yolda, Kurtaricimiz'la
ihtiya¢ duyulan iliskiyi yavas yavas kurariz ve
Tanrrnin hepimiz i¢in arzu ettigi hedefe giden
yolda bize yardim etmesi i¢in O’nun giiciiniin
artmasina hak kazanabiliriz. Cennetteki Babamiz
tim cocuklarinin, Tanri'nin ve Kurtaricimiz'in
yasadig1 goksel kralliga geri donmelerini ve bu
goksel gorkemde yasayanlarin hayatina benzer
bir yasama sahip olmalarini arzu eder.

Kutsal torenlerveantlasmalar, sonsuz haya-
ta giden yolu tanimlayan yasanin pargalaridir.
Kutsal torenler ve bunlar araciligryla Tanri ile
yaptigimiz mukaddes antlagmalar, yol boyunca
atilmasi gereken adimlar ve temel korkuluklardir.
Antlagmalarin roliinti, Tanrrnin plani kapsamin-
da, O'nun en yiice nimetlerinin, 6nceden belirli
emirleri yerine getirmeye s6z verenlere ve bu
sozleri tutanlara verildigini gostermek olarak
diistinmeyi seviyorum.

Dogru segimleri yapmak i¢in Tanr tarafin-
dan verilen diger yardimlar da Kutsal Ruhunbe-
lirtileridir. Kutsal Ruh, Tanri1 Birliginin ti¢lincii
tiyesidir. O'nun kutsal yazilarda tanimlanan
gorevi Baba ve Ogul’a taniklik etmek, bize 6g-
retmek, her seyi hatirlamamizi saglamak ve bizi
tiim gercege yoneltmektir.Kutsal yazilar, 6rnegin
Mormon Kitabrnin gergekligi hakkindaki bir
sorgulamaya cevap olarak verilen manevi bir
taniklik gibi, Kutsal Ruh’'un belirtilerine dair
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of Mormon.A manifestation is not to be con-
fused with the gift of the Holy Ghost, which is
conferred following baptism.

One of the most significant of God’s helps for
His faithful children is the gift of the Holy Ghost.
The importance of this gift is evident in the fact
that it is formally conferred after repentance
and baptism by water, “and then [the scriptures
explain] cometh a remission of your sins by fire
and by the Holy Ghost” (2 Nephi 31:17). Persons
who have this remission of sins—and then reg-
ularly renew their cleansing by daily repentance
and living according to the covenants they make
through the ordinance of the sacrament—qualify
for the promise that the Holy Ghost, the Spirit of
the Lord, “may always ... be with them” (Doc-
trine and Covenants 20:77).

Thus, President Joseph F. Smith taught that
the Holy Ghost will “enlighten the minds of
the people with regard to the things of God, to
convince them at the time of their conversion of
their having done the will of the Father, and to
be in them an abiding testimony as a companion
through life, acting as the sure and safe guide
into all truth and filling them day by day with joy
and gladness, with a disposition to do good to all
men, to suffer wrong rather than to do wrong, to
be kind and merciful, long suffering and chari-
table. All who possess this inestimable gift, this
pearl of great price, have a continual thirst after
righteousness. Without the aid of the Holy Spir-
it,” President Smith concluded, “no mortal can
walk in the straight and narrow way.”

With so many powerful helps to guide us
in our mortal journeys, it is disappointing that
so many remain unprepared for their appointed
meeting with our Savior and Redeemer, Jesus
Christ. His parable of the ten virgins, spoken of
so frequently in this conference, suggests that
of those invited to meet Him, only half will be
prepared.

We all know examples of the unprepared:
returned missionaries who have interrupted their
spiritual growth by periods of inactivity, youth
who have jeopardized their spiritual growth by
separating themselves from Church teaching
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bir¢ok tanimlama igerir.Belirtiler, vaftizden sonra
bahsedilen Kutsal Ruh armaganu ile karigtirilma-
malidir.

Tanrrnin sadik ¢ocuklari i¢in sundugu
yardimlarin en 6nemlilerinden biri Kutsal Ruh
armaganidir. Bu armaganin dnemi, tovbe ettik-
ten ve suyla vaftiz olduktan sonra resmi olarak
verilmis olmasi gerceginde agik¢a goriilmektedir,
“sonra da [kutsal yazilarin agikladig: gibi] ates
ve Kutsal Ruh’la giinahlarinizin bagislanmasi
gelir”(2. Nefi 31:17). Glinahlar1 bu sekilde ba-
gislanan ve daha sonra her giin tovbe ederek ve
Rab’bin sofrasi kutsal toreni araciligryla yaptik-
lar1 antlagmalara gore yasayarak armnmalarini
diizenli olarak yenileyen kisiler, Kutsal Ruh'un,
yani Rab’bin Ruhu'nun “her zaman yanlarinda
bulunabilecegi” vaadine hak kazanirlar (Ogreti ve
Antlagmalar 20:77).

Bu nedenle, Bagkan Joseph E. Smith Kutsal
Ruh hakkinda sunu 6gretir, “Tanrrnin isleri
konusunda insanlarin zihinlerini aydinlatmak,
onlar1 Rab’be dondiikleri sirada Babanin istegini
yerine getirdikleri konusunda ikna etmek ve ha-
yatlar1 boyunca bir yoldas olarak onlarin i¢inde
kalic1 bir taniklik olmak, tiim gercege dogru
yonlendiren emin ve giivenli bir rehber olarak
hareket etmek ve onlarin i¢ini her gecen giin
seving ve memnuniyetle doldurmak, onlar1 tiim
insanlara iyilik yapma, haksizlik yapmak yerine
haksizliga katlanma, nazik ve merhametli, sabirh
ve hayirsever olma egilimine tesvik etmektir” Bu
paha bi¢ilmez armagana, bu ¢ok degerli inciye
sahip olan herkes, dogruluga kars: siirekli bir
susuzluk duyar. Kutsal Ruh'un yardimi olmadan,”
Baskan Smith soyle tamamladi, “hi¢bir 6limli
insan bu dar ve ince yolda ytiriiyemez.”

O’nun anlattig1 on kiz benzetmesi, bu konferans-
ta ¢ok sik konusuldu, O'nunla bulusmaya davet
edilenlerin sadece yarisinin hazirlikli olacagini
gostermektedir.

Hepimiz hazirliksiz olanlarin 6rneklerini
biliyoruz: Ruhsal gelisimlerini aktif olmama do-
nemleri nedeniyle kesintiye ugratan eski gorevli-
ler, kendilerini Kilise 6gretilerinden ve etkinlikle-
rinden uzak tutarak ruhsal gelisimlerini tehlikeye
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and activities, men who have postponed their
ordination to the Melchizedek Priesthood, men
and women—sometimes the posterity of noble
pioneers or worthy parents—who have departed
the covenant path short of making and keeping
covenants in the holy temple.

Many of such deviations occur when mem-
bers fail to follow the fundamental spiritual
maintenance plan of personal prayer, regular
scripture study, and frequent repentance. In con-
trast, some neglect weekly renewal of covenants
by not partaking of the sacrament. Some say the
Church is not meeting their needs; those sub-
stitute what they perceive as their future needs
ahead of what the Lord has provided in His many
teachings and opportunities for our essential
service to others.

Humility and trust in the Lord are the reme-
dies for such deviations. As the Book of Mormon
teaches, the Lord “doth bless and prosper those
who put their trust in him” (Helaman 12:1).
Trusting in the Lord is a particular need for all
who wrongly measure the commandments of
God and the teachings of His prophets against
the latest findings and wisdom of man.

I have spoken of the many mortal helps our
loving Father in Heaven has given to help His
children return to Him. Our part in this divine
plan is to trust in God and seek and use these
divine helps, most notably the Atonement of His
Beloved Son, our Savior and Redeemer, Jesus
Christ. I pray that we will teach and live these
principles, in the name of Jesus Christ, amen.
